Consequently, the operation of this machine should be entrusted exclusively to 

authorized personnel.

Identification Information: Furnish the full names and surnames of the individuals involved in the incident, 

facilitating efficient record-keeping and communication among emergency responders.

HANDLING AND CONFIGURATION 

Receiving the X350 

Upon the machine's arrival, it is crucial to conduct a thorough inspection to ensure the integrity of the X350 and its 

constituent parts. In the event of any identified damage, deficiency, deformation, or signs of impact resulting from 

transportation, immediate notification to the manufacturer is imperative before undertaking subsequent 

operational steps. 

Detailed Examination Checklist 

1. Touch Screen Display: Verify the intactness of the touch screen display, scrutinizing for any signs of damage 

or irregularities. 

2. Ink Tanks: Inspect the ink tanks for completeness and structural soundness, addressing any discrepancies 

promptly. 

3. Printhead Box: Ensure the integrity of the printhead box, detecting and reporting any potential issues 

arising from transportation. 

Included Items 

Inside the crate, you will find the following essential components: 

• X350 printer, 

• 4x Ink Cartridges: Cyan, Magenta, Yellow, and Black colors, 

• 1x Printhead, 

• 1x wiper cartridge, 

• 1x jack lift, 

• 2x ramps. 

Machine Weight 

Refer to the "TECHNICAL DATA" section of this manual and the product label for accurate information regarding the 

machine's weight. 

Machine Movement 

When relocating the machine, it is essential to move it as a singular, assembled unit, incorporating its main 

components. Further guidance on handling operations is elaborated in subsequent sections of this manual. 

By adhering to these handling procedures, you ensure the optimal condition and performance of the X350, 

promoting seamless integration into operational processes. 
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Subsequent Movements 
 

Following the initial positioning, the machine may be relocated for production, logistical, or disposal purposes. 

Regardless of the circumstances, handling procedures must be strictly followed, as outlined in the subsequent 

sections of this manual. 

 

 

Manual Handling 
 

The weight of the assembled machine is detailed in this manual and on the applied plate. Due to its weight and 

dimensions, manual movement of the fully assembled machine is not permissible. However, manual lifting of 

detachable parts is permitted, provided compliance with the maximum weightlifting regulations stipulated in 

Legislative Decree 81/08 governing workplace safety. Refer to the table below for precise weight limitations:

To manually move the parts or consumables, observe the following steps: 

Grip Firmly and Safely: Ensure the operator firmly and securely grasps the machine. 

DANGER 

Exercise extreme caution and adhere to all safety instructions when engaging in machine 

handling operations. 

DANGER 

Throughout the operational lifespan of the machine, modifications or additions may have been made 

to the configuration described in this manual. Before initiating any handling procedures, carefully 

review and take note of any changes. Incorporate these alterations into the weight assessment and 

follow the updated handling procedure. 
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Lift with Proper Posture: Lift the machine with attention to maintaining a correct posture. Refer to the provided 

image for guidance: 

 

Incorrect Red Position - Correct Green Position 

 
For relocating the entire machine manually, utilize the built-in wheels. Execute the operation as follows: 

Disengage Parking Brake: Release the parking brake of the two front wheels located in front of the touch screen 

display by pulling the lever upwards. 

Secure Grip: Hold the machine with care, using both hands and gripping its structure securely. 

Push/Pull Operation: Maneuver the machine to the desired position by pushing or pulling it. 

Engage Parking Brake: After reaching the intended location, engage the parking brake of the two front wheels 

located in front of the control panel by pressing their lever downwards. 

Attention: Exercise caution during handling on wheels, ensuring it takes place on smooth and even surfaces with a 

maximum slope of 5°. Adhering to these guidelines guarantees safe and effective manual movement of the machine. 

Mechanical Handling 
 

Safety Regulations 

 
During the lifting and handling of system components, the following safety regulations must be strictly observed: 

• Restricted Access: No individuals not responsible for the ongoing operations are permitted to stop or 

traverse the work area. 

• Safety Attire: All handling personnel must wear compliant safety clothing, including gloves, helmets, and 

safety shoes. 

• Safe Distance: During lifting, operators must maintain a safe distance from the lifted unit, ensuring they are 

never positioned beneath it. 

• Defect Correction: In the event of any defect in slinging or balancing, or for any operation requiring 

personnel proximity, place the load on the ground. Correctly repeat the slinging/locking and lifting 

procedures. 
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• Signal Personnel: Individuals assisting in the operation must work in a clearly visible area to the lifting 

vehicle operator. They should solely signal to the operator and refrain from manual intervention on any 

suspended object. 

• Pre-operation Clearance: Clear the work area of unrelated objects and ensure the floor is free from water, 

grease, or any substance that may pose a slip hazard. 

• Lifting Device Measurement Checks: Verify the height measurements of the lifting device and ensure 

sufficient space for necessary movements, considering rope length, unit height, and desired placement. 

• Load Capacity Checks: Confirm that the lifting system can adequately support the load's weight. 

• Flooring Evaluation: Ensure the surface where the load will be placed can withstand its weight, with 

particular attention to the absence of live electrical lines. 

Preliminary Checks 
 

Before initiating any movement, perform the following checks: 

• No loose parts that could fall during lifting. 

• No unsecured objects on or attached to the unit. 

• Adequate area for safe system positioning and subsequent operator work. 

• The support surface must support the system's weight (refer to TECHNICAL DATA). 

Lifting a Unit (During Initial Positioning and Maintenance): 

1. Use four ropes attached to the base of the unit. 

2. Ensure ropes have a minimum breaking load for safe lifting. 

3. Lift the unit, placing it in the desired location with utmost care and adherence to safety protocols. 

The unit may be moved using an overhead crane and/or a forklift, provided that these vehicles meet the necessary 

safety criteria and can support the load adequately.

6. job queue control buttons 
7. generic statistics 
8. page selector 

 

1. Print module status information. 
 
The list below explains the meaning of each state. 

• Off: the print module is powered on but has not been initialized. 

• Initializing: the print module is in the start-up process. 

• PrimedIdle: the print module is in functional state. 

• Servicing: the print module is executing a service routine. 

• Paused: the print module has been paused during a printing session. The session could be restarted or 
cancelled with the job queue control buttons. 

• Fault: the print module is in an erroneous state. Please check the fault details for further information and 
resolve accordingly. The unit has to be shut down, then perform the resolution steps and reinitialize.

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• DeprimedIdle: the print module is in functional state, but the printhead is not filled with ink. Printing will 
not be possible in this state. Use the “Prime” maintenance function to load the printhead with ink. 

• Unknown: the print module is in an unknown state, most likely it is powered down. 
 

2. Ink cartridge information 
 
The bars near the color codes relate to the amount of ink left in the corresponding ink cartridge. 
Next to the bars information icons can appear: 
 

 The ink cartridge is OK to use. 

 The ink cartridge has a warning condition. Check the maintenance screen for details. 

 The ink cartridge is empty. 
 

Please note that the ink tracking algorithm will be accurate after the first ink set has been completely consumed. The 
level indicators with the first set of inks may be off. Once one or more cartridges from the first ink set gets to 30-40% 
range, observe the ink tubing on a daily basis. 
 

3. Unwinder/rewinder and web speed information 
 
This section displays the unwind and rewind roll diameters and the actual web speed. 
 

4. Quick-action buttons e.g., speed change, error, and warning info 
 
With the quick-action buttons the user can quickly change the web speed to predefined values of 
25%, 50%, 75% and 100%. The selected speed will have a different background color than the 
others. If none of the buttons are selected from the quick-action buttons means that an 
intermediate speed is selected in the PLC maintenance screen. Max sets the maximum print speed 
for 1600 x 1600 resolution images. 
 

Below the speed selector buttons the ALERT button may appear. The ALERT button 
with orange background refers to a warning state, while the red background means 
an error. 
By clicking on the button, it will bring the user to the maintenance page of the 
component with the error/warning. Note that the error has a priority over the warning, so if an error 
and a warning condition is present at the same time, the red button will appear. 
Also, if multiple errors are present on multiple components, the button will bring to the maintenance 
page of the component with the highest priority. 
 

5. Job queue 
 
Jobs submitted from the RIP or selected from the Job Library will be added to the job queue. The printing sequence 
is from top to bottom. 
 
When there is no active printing session: 

• The job sequence could be reordered by pressing on the up and down arrows. 

• Pressing the PAUSE button will set the job to PAUSED state. This will stop the printing session just before 
this job. 

• Single jobs could be removed from the queue by pressing the related X button. 
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When the print session is active: 

• The job reordering arrows will not work. 

• Pressing the PAUSE button at any job will cause the print session to be paused. 

• The job deletion button will not work. 
 

6. Job queue control buttons 
 
When one or more jobs are in the job queue, the START button will initialize a print 
session. The print session won’t start if there is any component that is in erroneous state. 
If the printer is in PAUSED state, the START button will restart the printing session. 
 
If the print session is not active, the CLEAR button will clear the whole job queue, while 
pressed during an active printing session will stop the print session immediately but won’t 
clear the queue. 
If the printer is in PAUSED state, the CLEAR button will stop the print session without 

clearing the remaining queue. 
 
The PAUSE button will pause the active printing session as soon as it is possible. Pausing is 
not an immediate action. If pausing triggered at the very end of the queue, it may not be 
executed before finishing the print session. 

 
 

7. Generic statistics 
 
The left side of the statistics is dedicated to ink consumption related information, while the statistics on the right 
side are for media consumptions. 
 

8. Page selector 
 
The user can browse through the different pages using the page selector buttons at the bottom. The page selector is 
an always visible component. 
 
Note: double-clicking on the DASHBOARD button in the page selector will refresh the whole page. This may be used 
when the UI gets irresponsive. 
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Job Library 

The job library stores the print jobs that have been previously generated. When a job is submitted by the RIP, a copy 
of the job will be automatically saved to the job library’s root directory. 
 
Note: the saved jobs are stored on an as-is basis, which means that there is no possibility to change the job settings 
in the job library, such as copy number (the UI shows it, but it’s for future use), orientation, alignment, etc. 
 

 

The main components in the Job Library are: 
 

1. selected folder indicator 
2. folder selector 
3. folder info section 
4. job organizer and selector options 
5. job info section 
6. job operations 
7. job command section 

 

1. Selected folder indicator 
 
The indicator shows which folder is selected. The initial (and root) folder of the job library is the “/storedjobs” by 
default.

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Enabling the multi-select option the operator may select multiple jobs for various operations. The user can quickly 
verify the selected jobs by clicking on the “Selected only” button which hides/unhides the not selected jobs. 

5. Job info section 
 
The job’s size and creation date and time is displayed in the job info section. If multiple jobs are selected the 
information relates only to the total size of the selected jobs. 
 
Note: The job info field shows the original copy numbers. The UI lets this change, but it changes only visually, the 
copy count cannot be changed from the job library. 
 

6. Job operations 
 
At each job there are multiple operation buttons: 
 

• Move job(s): clicking on the move job icon, on the right side the folder list will appear, where the operator 
can choose the target directory. This feature supports the move operation on multiple selected jobs. 

 

• Delete job(s): clicking on the delete job icon will erase the job from the job library. This feature supports the 
delete operation on multiple selected jobs. 
 

• Job editor: clicking on the job editor icon will open further details of the lastly selected job. 
 

7. Job command section 
 
From the job library the operator may submit only the selected job(s) to the print queue (PRINT SELECTED) or may 
decide to submit all the jobs in the active folder (PRINT FOLDER).

The highlighted components in the job editor are:

1. Generic job information 
 
Other than the job name and original copy number the rasterization resolution, the copy and page counts, the copy 
and job lengths and number of previous prints are visualized. 
 

2. Job consumption data 
 
The consumption data is calculated on the drop count that effectively is needed for the print. It excludes 
maintenance consumptions – such as KWS, cleaning, etc. 
 
The consumption data field is split into two horizontal sections: the upper part represents the consumptions for a 
single copy of the job, while the lower part shows the values to complete the whole job. If a job has a copy count of 
e.g., 3, then the lower values will be 3 times the upper values. 
 
Vertically the values are split by colors. The rightmost column is the sum of the colors. 
 
By clicking on the drop sign, the consumption values are represented in milliliters; while clicking on the dollar sign, 
the values are transformed to currency (using the previously set ink prices in the “Printer Settings”). 
 

Maintenance 

The maintenance functions are accessible after user authentication. There are multiple roles with different access 
levels: 
 

• Operator: the base user level. This gives access to features that are essential to operate the machine on a 
daily basis. 

 

• Admin: the administrator has access to features and configurations that help in tuning and/or basic 
troubleshooting the printer. 
 

• Tech: the technician role gives full access for configuring, tuning and troubleshooting the printer. 
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Signing in 

 
To have access to the maintenance features, the user must sign in 
with the role he has access to. 
 
The sign in process requires a username and a password. The 
default password matches the username for the operator and 
admin users. It is recommended to change the password during 
the installation procedure. 

 
Note that the system supports one logged in user at a time. If a 

second user logs in, the previously logged in user will be 

disconnected. 

Print Engine 
 

The Print Engine page in the maintenance tab contains the DuraFlex print engine related settings and commands.

Continuous – Continuous media, no gap or blackmark. Media 
will move back to the printhead after printing.

Positioning Offset – adjusts the start position of the print.  Used 
with gap or blackmark media.

Cutter installed: Sets if the cutter unit is installed in the printer. 
 
Report interval (days): Sets the report generation interval in days. 
 
Error notifications: Email notification if the unit enters an error state. 
 
Enable/disable file reports: If enabled, the reports are saved to the specified share. 
 
Enable/disable email reports: If enabled, the reports are sent to the specified email. 
 
Report format: Sets the report format to a specific version. 
 
Samba settings: Used to configure the location of the reports on the local network. 
 
Email report frequency: How many days should the system send the email reports. 0 means the feature is off. 
 
Recovery after idle minutes: This parameter sets the idle time between successive print sessions, that won't trigger a 
light clean before the printing. Zero disables this function. 
 
Media type check length limit [mm]: Set the distance for the media type checking function. Zero disables this 
function. 
 
Email sender name: The name that will appear as the sender.

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Media sensor polarity: Sets the media sensor working mode.

Upload & Source files 
 

In this section you can conveniently interact with your files 

by uploading, downloading, deleting, and organizing them. 

You can also see the preview and live view of the image that 

is currently chosen and manage your printer settings to 

ensure your documents are printed in the right format and 

quality. 

Even though the interface is designed to be convenient to 

use, upon first look it may appear to be quite a lot to 

handle. For ease of understanding, let us break it down into 

three main parts to better explain them. 

In this part of the interface, you have the option to upload 

your files through two different methods: either by using 

the file browser or by easily dragging and dropping them 

into the designated area. 

Once you have uploaded your file, it will appear in the 

source file list section. A message will inform you that your 

file is currently undergoing a generation process. Once this process is complete, your file will be ready for use. 

Now, let's direct our focus to the marked areas of the image and take a closer look at them. 

1: You can filter your uploaded files by sorting them in various ways, such as by ABC order, last uploaded, last edited 

or assigned labels. To switch between these options, simply click on the designated area and the sorting will be 

applied instantly. This feature can be incredibly useful for finding specific files quickly and efficiently, depending on 

your needs. 

2: You can assign one or more labels to each file, providing a customizable way to organize and categorize your files. 

If you don't have any available labels, please refer to settings section. 

3: These icons allow you to interact with the file in different ways. For instance, if you want to remove the file, you 

can simply click on the delete icon, and the file will be removed from your system. In that case, there will be a short 

period of time in which you can undo the action in case you change your mind. Similarly, if you want to save the file 

on your device, you can use the download icon. 

In addition, you can also use the available label(s) to categorize the files. This can be helpful in organizing and 

managing files on your system. You can assign a label to a file that describes its content, type, or any other 

information you like. By doing so, you can quickly search and locate files based on their labels, which can save you a 

lot of time and effort. 
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Preview and Live View 
 

 

You are provided with a Preview section that offers you the ability to confirm that you are working on the intended 

file before printing, providing an extra layer of assurance. This view can also be utilized to quickly check adjustments 

made to the position, rotation, and scale of the file.  

In addition to the preview section, you also have access to a Live View feature which displays a real-time 

representation of how your document will appear once printed. This allows you to make any necessary adjustments 

and ensure that the final print is up to par with your expectations. It is important to keep in mind, however, that the 

Live View requires processing time to update any adjustments that have been made. As a result, it may take a little 

longer to see the changes reflected in the Live View. 

By default, if no changes are made to the output configuration, the differences between the preview and live view 

may be minimal, if at all noticeable. However, it is important to keep in mind that with different output settings, the 

variations between the preview and live view can be quite significant. Therefore, it is recommended to utilize the 

live view feature when making any adjustments to the output settings to ensure that the final print matches your 

desired outcome. 

In the images below, you can observe the distinctions between the preview (on the left), the live view without any 

alterations (in the center), and ultimately the live view after modifications were made to the ink levels and output 

settings (on the right). 
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Output configurations, print control and settings 
 

In this section, you are given the flexibility to select your printer's output configuration to ensure that your 

document is printed to your exact specifications.  

Within this part of the interface, you can customize various aspects of the output generated by the system. This 

includes control over the processing and printing stage, such as adjusting the layout, size or ink levels. Additionally, 

users can configure the output file to meet their specific needs, e.g.: choosing the file format or setting the 

resolution. 

Rest assured that any changes you make are automatically saved to the file you are working on. Therefore, you do 

not have to worry about having to reset these settings the next time you print. 

Now, let’s begin a thorough examination of every option featured in this specific section of the product, starting with 

the submenu dedicated to print control. 

 

Print control 

 
 

1: By utilizing the marked buttons, you can generate output files and subsequently select a preferred destination, be 

it the printer or its job library. It is important to bear in mind, however, that certain output devices or methods may 

not support these options, resulting in their unavailability. For instance, choosing the output to be a PDF File might 

preclude the option to send it to the printer. 

2: You can enter the desired number of copies in the text field below 
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3: To ensure your printed pages are in order when printing multiple copies, simply enable the collate option. This 

convenient feature arranges the pages in the correct sequence, saving you time and effort in manual sorting. 

4: When you are working with a file that contains multiple pages, you may only want to process specific pages. In 

this case, you can specify which pages you would like to be processed. 

5: A general description to assist you in understanding the functions of the buttons mentioned in the first point. 

 
After the successful generation of the file, the resulting output will be made accessible in this section. This section 

serves as a repository for all the files generated during the process, and users can easily access their files by 

navigating to this section. It is important to note that the availability of the output file is dependent on the successful 

completion of the generation process, and any errors encountered during the process may result in a delay or failure 

of the file being made available. 

Upon completion of the file generation process, you will have several options available to you. You can choose to 

manually send the file(s) to the printer ( ) or its job library ( ), delete the file(s) entirely, or download ( ) the 

file(s) to your device for further use. 

Size and position 
 

1: You have the capability to adjust the 

position of the file that is waiting to be printed 

by a specific amount which you are free to 

change. By looking at the Preview section or 

the X/Y-offset values in the box next to this 

panel (labeled as number 7), you can monitor 

how the image's position is being altered. 

2: By utilizing these buttons, you can align the 

image completely to the left, right, or center, 

with ease. 

3: By utilizing these buttons, you can easily 

rotate the image either 90 degrees to the left 

or right, or 180 degrees, and observe the changes in the Preview section or the at the Rotation value in the box next 

to this panel (labeled as number 7).  

4: You have the capability to adjust the scale of the file that is waiting to be printed by a specific amount which you 

are free to change. By looking at the Preview section or the Width / Height values in the box next to this panel 

(labeled as number 7), you can monitor how the image is being altered. 

5: With the help of these buttons, you can change how the image is fit inside its borders 

6: With the use of this toggle button, you have the option to switch between displaying the values in millimeters or 

inches, according to your preference. 
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7: The values presented offer information on the adjustments made to the image's position, rotation, or scale, 

allowing you to keep track of any modifications made. 

Ink levels 
 

With these sliders, you can finely tune 

the ink usage of your printer for the 

specific file being printed. Any 

adjustments you make can be 

previewed in real time within the Live 

section. You have the freedom to 

adjust the sliders manually or make 

more precise adjustments using the 

buttons located at both ends of the 

slider. 

If you prefer to adjust all colors simultaneously by the same amount, you can easily achieve this by using the 

topmost slider. This slider enables you to set a single value that will be applied across all color channels, ensuring 

consistent adjustments across the board. 

You can examine the contrast between these two images by comparing them directly. The image on the left exhibits 

ink levels set to -100, while the image on the right showcases levels set to +100. 

  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

Output settings 
 

Within this section, you have the capability to modify the output settings according to your printing needs. This 

includes selecting the appropriate output devices, specifying their respective resolutions, determining the printing 

profile to be utilized etc. 

Please note that certain attributes, such as the number of copies or specific pages to be printed, may have already 

been adjusted because of changes made within the Print Control section. 
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In the upcoming section, we will delve into the concepts of intents, 

preserve mode, and print mode, in order to gain a deeper understanding of 

these settings. 

Intents 

When printing an image or document, you can choose from a variety of 

"intent" settings that determine how the colors in the file are interpreted 

and reproduced on paper. Currently, the intent option includes:  

Source: This setting uses the original color profile of the image or 

document being printed and does not adjust the colors to fit a specific 

printer profile. It's a good choice for high-quality images where color 

accuracy is important. 

Perceptual: This setting adjusts the colors to fit within the color gamut of the printer while maintaining the overall 

appearance of the image. It aims to preserve the visual relationship between colors and is often used for printing 

photographic images. 

Colorimetric Relative: This setting maps the colors from the source profile to the printer profile, aiming to preserve 

the colors in the image or document as closely as possible. However, it may cause colors to shift or clip if they fall 

outside of the printer's gamut. 

Saturation: This setting enhances the intensity of colors in the image or document, resulting in colors appearing 

more vivid than they do on screen. It's often used for printing graphics or advertisements. 

Colorimetric Absolute: This setting is similar to colorimetric relative, but it does not attempt to adjust the colors to 

fit within the gamut of the printer. Instead, it aims to preserve the color values as closely as possible, even if this 

results in colors being outside of the printer's gamut. It's a good choice for printing high-end graphics where color 

accuracy is paramount. 

Preserve 

When selecting certain intents for printing, there are additional options that can be chosen to further refine the 

color output. One of these options is "preserve," which determines how the printer handles out-of-gamut colors that 

cannot be reproduced accurately. 

The preserve option includes: 

None: This setting allows the printer to adjust the colors freely, without attempting to preserve any specific out-of-

gamut colors. This can result in more accurate overall color reproduction but may also cause some colors to appear 

slightly different from the original. 

Black: This setting instructs the printer to preserve any out-of-gamut colors by replacing them with black. This can be 

a good option for printing images with rich, dark colors, as it can help maintain the overall tone and contrast of the 

image. 
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Black Plane: This setting is like "black," but instead of replacing out-of-gamut colors with solid black, it uses a 

halftone pattern to simulate the missing colors. This can be a good option for printing images with smooth gradients 

or subtle color variations, as it can help avoid banding or other printing artifacts. 

 

Log 
 

 

Located at the bottom of the application is the log, which serves as a valuable source of information regarding 

ongoing processes. By providing useful updates and notifications, the log enables you to keep track of background 

operations such as generating or printing a file, allowing you to monitor progress and identify any potential issues 

that may arise. 

Settings 

To access the application settings, simply click on the gear icon located in the upper right corner. This action will 

prompt the menu, which is displayed in the image below: 

 

The Settings section is divided into four distinct submenus: Output Configuration, Profile, Printer, Screening and 

Settings. Within each of these submenus, you'll find an array of settings that can be customized to suit your 

preferences and needs.  

In the following four sections, we provide an in-depth look into the settings offered within each of these submenus. 
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Output configuration 
 

The output configuration tab houses the printer's output settings, allowing users to customize various options to 

achieve their desired output results. Let us explore the various options available. The key components of the user 

interface have been highlighted in red for easy identification in the image below: 

 
 

1: With selector, you can opt for the output configuration you would like to modify 

2: These buttons provide you with the flexibility to perform various tasks, such as removing the existing output 

configuration, saving any alterations made to it, generating a brand-new configuration, or duplicating the settings of 

the current configuration to create a new one. If you click on the delete button, the current output configuration will 

be permanently removed. To prevent users from accidentally deleting configurations, by clicking the button an undo 

button will appear in place of the delete button. This button will have a three-second timeout period within which 

users can undo the deletion if required. 

3: You can rename the current output configuration as per your preference. 

4: This section is reserved for multi-head products and is not intended for the use of the X350. 

5: The submenus present in this section are equivalent to the ones that were explained in sections 6 ,7 and 8 of the 

previous chapter. 
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Profile 

With the profile settings feature, you can enhance 

your application by adding additional profiles 

through the uploading of your ICC or ICM files. 

This can be easily achieved by either clicking the 

designated upload button or by simply dragging 

and dropping the files into the assigned area. In 

addition, the uploaded profiles can be 

conveniently filtered using the filter field located 

at the top of the user interface. To further 

streamline the search process, the filtered results 

can also be sorted in either ascending or 

descending alphabetical order by simply clicking 

the arrows located on the right-hand side. 

Printer 

In the printer section, you have a comprehensive view of all printers associated with the current instance. This allows 

you to easily monitor each printer's status and output format. Furthermore, you can customize the settings for each 

printer by renaming them and setting a new default IP address to better suit your specific needs. The functionality of 

the delete and save buttons should not be overlooked, as they offer the ability to either remove a printer's 

connection to the current instance or save any changes made to its settings. 

 

Settings 

The final submenu pertains to the general settings of the application. Within this section of the user interface, you 

can select your preferred language and edit any labels as needed. 
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1: You have the option to select the language utilized for the user interface of the application. 

2: In this section, you can conveniently access all currently available labels. From here, you have the ability to delete 

( ) or modify ( ) any label by simply clicking the corresponding icons. Additionally, the search and filter functions 

allow you to easily locate labels by name, and the alphabetical sorting feature can further streamline your search by 

organizing labels in either descending or ascending order. 

3: In this section, you also can create new labels by specifying their name and assigning a color to them. Simply click 

the "Add" button to create the new label, which will immediately appear in the labels section (marked as No. 2). 

Please note that the "Add" button will remain disabled until a name is provided for the new label. While it is not 

required for label names to be unique, it is recommended to avoid any confusion. 

OPERATIONS 
 

Start of Day or Shift  

Perform light or medium system maintenance before starting to use the printer.  

End of Day or Shift  

1. Do not power off the printer at the end of the day.  

2. Perform a light service and ensure the printhead is left in a capped position.  

Printhead Prime Confirmation  

The system needs to be in PRIMED_IDLE status prior to printing (or when not in use). 

When the system is in the PRIMED_IDLE status, it performs the following periodic maintenance tasks:  

• Spits once every 2 hours  
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• Flushes once every 10 hours  

• Performs a light service 15 minutes after the most recent print job  

• Performs a 4-min printhead calibration flush routine once a week  

 

If it reads DEPRIMED_IDLE, the customer should perform priming, and the status will change to PRIMED_IDLE.  

Note: The system will not print or run periodic maintenance until it is successfully primed. 

Cap the Printhead  

To avoid dehydration, the printhead should always be capped when not in use. During an error condition, the 

printhead can also be moved to the CAP position.  

Shut Down the Printer  

Typically, the printer should not be shut down and should be kept running, but when shutdown is necessary. 

Pen-to-paper spacing (PPS) operations 

In the following section the Pen-to-Paper Spacing related operations are described. 

 

Warning: Risk of crushing hands. 

 

 

Warning: Risk of damaging printer components. 

 

To have the best print quality, the printhead nozzle array should be 0.7mm above the printable surface. The X350 

supports media with thickness ranging from 0.05mm to 0.35mm, therefore, to achieve the best results with various 

media, the PPS should be regulated accordingly. 

The X350 has a precise PPS regulation assembly that allows the operator to  

- Manually adjust the PPS setting and lock to avoid accidental modifications. 
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- Quickly lower the spittoon holder to access the spittoon or to ease the loading of new material, without 

compromising the set PPS. 

 

PPS regulation 
 

The PPS regulation assembly has two knobs on the sides. On the knob there is a numeric scale, and above each knob 

there is a reference marker. The position of the knobs could be fixed by tightening the grub screw above the knobs 

using a 2.5 Allen key. 

To INCREASE the PPS (moving the printhead FURTHER from the media surface) the knobs should be turned 

counterclockwise. 

To DECREASE the PPS (moving the printhead CLOSER to the media surface) the knobs should be turned clockwise. 

Each number on the scale corresponds to 0.1mm vertical movement (one full turn is 1mm movement). The knobs 

should be turned simultaneously to avoid having the platen becoming not parallel with the printhead. 

To prevent the spittoon platen touching the printhead, there are physical blocks at the upmost position, which keeps 

the platen 0.2mm away from the printhead.

Changing consumables 
 

Install the wiper cartridge 

1. Verify that the following conditions are met:  

• Printhead cradle is in the RAISE position  

• Wiper carrier is in the HOME position  

• The system is powered on. 

2. Hold the wiper cartridge in one hand and locate the blue tab protruding from the cartridge. 
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3. Gently, but firmly, pull down on the tab to remove it from the wiper cartridge.  

 

4. Move the Wiper Carrier to the SERVICE position. Insertion only happens at 

the SERVICE position.  

5. Manually insert the wiper cartridge and reseat it properly until you hear a 

click sound.  

6. Move the printhead to the CAP position. This will move the wiper to the 

HOME position.  
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Installing the ink cartridges 

 

CAUTION: Wear powder-free, nitrile gloves and protective glasses 

before starting this procedure.  

The tubes and electrical cables are color coded; they have to be connected to the matching cartridge. 

1. Connect the CPC connector (female) on the IDS Supply Line to the male connector on the bulk ink supply.  

a. Press the unlock tab (see arrow in #1). 

b. When the CPC connector (female) is unlocked (#2), insert the male connector. 

c. The male connector presses the lock button (see arrow in #3) and moves it towards the lock position (#4).  

Connectors should not come apart when pulled.  

2. Connect the QAI cables (RJ12) to each ink cartridge.  
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Installing the printhead 

The following steps explain how to install a printhead and remove it. 

 

CAUTION: To avoid contamination, wear new, powder-free, nitrile gloves before 

starting this procedure.  

1. Verify that the Printhead Cradle is in the RAISE position before beginning this procedure.  

2. Unlock the printhead latch by pulling the green printhead latch out to the left side (A) and then raise it (B). 

3. Slide it into the slot (C) and lock it into place (D).  
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4. Ensure that the lever pin is locked into the barb holder slot.  

 

5. Remove the printhead from the cardboard box and foil bag.  

6. Open the red protective case and remove the two orange ink port covers.  
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7. If the unit has been transported, on the Print Module, remove the two green covers from the fluidic couplings 

(one at each end).  

8. Keep the red protective case and fluidic coupling covers for storage and shipping. Close the protective case 

during storage and put the green fluidic coupling covers in a clean plastic bag to prevent contamination.  

 

CAUTION: Avoid contact with the printhead nozzle surface to prevent nozzle damage. 

Avoid contact with printhead ink ports and print unit couplings to prevent 

contamination. Do not touch the printhead electrical connectors (pads), nozzles, or 

contact pin area. Only handle the printhead via the black plastic areas.  

 

9. With one hand, hold the side of the printhead with your index finger and thumb. With the other hand, hold the 

handle of the printhead and ensure that the red orientation key is oriented as shown in below.  

10. Align the red orientation key with the keyway inside the cradle and slide it along the plastic guide.

11. After you insert the printhead, push it with one finger to ensure that it is seated. 

12. Disengage the printhead latch lever pin from the barb holder slot and pull it out to the side of the print module 

(E) shown below, then push the latch down (F).  

13. Below, visually inspect both ends of the installed printhead to ensure that the lower printhead surface (red part) 

is flush with the frame (aluminum part, silver in color). If it is not flush, remove the printhead and install again.  
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14. Slide the latch into the print module (G) until it is fully engaged (H). 

15. Verify that the printhead latch is fully engaged. 
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16. Verify that the three (3) labels on the Print Module are on the same plane. 

17. When the Printhead Cradle reaches the PRINT position, verify that it is fully seated into the datum surface by 

carefully pushing down on the green printhead latch:  

• If there is no movement, that means the cradle is correctly seated. 

• If there is movement, then the cradle is not fully seated. Contact Technical Support.  
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PRINTHEAD INSERTION TROUBLESHOOTING

Printhead Insertion and Reinsertion 

If a printhead insertion error occurs, try the following steps:  

1. Locate the printhead handle and pull it in the direction shown below, taking care not to lift the handle.  

2. Push the printhead handle back into position so it locks  

 

3. If the printhead insertion failure remains, then repeat from Step 1. If the printhead insertion continues to fail, 

refer to the next section.  
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Checking Printhead FFC Connectivity  

The above procedure should resolve most printhead insertion problems. If you have performed this procedure twice 

and you are still getting insertion errors, then refer to Technical Bulletin TB0009 FFC Retainer and follow these steps:  

 

1. Unscrew and remove the cover. 

2. Unscrew and remove the FFC retainer clamp. 
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3. Undo the FFC clip. 

4. Remove the FFC cables, inspect the notches and the conductors. If there are no problems found, reinsert the 

FFC, reinstall the clip and the FFC retainer clamp and reassemble the print unit as per the technical bulletin.  

5. If you are still getting printhead insertion errors, contact technical assistance.  
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PRINTHEAD MAINTENANCE 
 

The table below shows a brief list of operations to preserve and maintain print component health.

Light service Perform at the beginning and end of the shift to make 
sure nozzles are clean. If any printhead health issues, 
perform light service to restore nozzle health. 

Medium service Perform if light service is not successful in recovering 
the Printhead print quality. Medium service uses a 
higher suction vacuum than light service. 

Heavy service • A heavy service consumes significant waste ink 
and time and is not needed during normal 
operations. 

• Only perform this rarely and only if successive 
light and medium services do not recover print 
quality. 
 

CAUTION: Never perform more than two heavy 
services back-to- back, or the WIMM tank may 
overflow. 

Replace wiper Moves the wiper carriage to the loading/unloading 
position 

Prime • Circulates ink from the ink reservoir to the 
printhead. 

• Initialize the printing system before priming to 
avoid the valve being left in an unknown position. 

Deprime • Drains ink from the printhead to the ink reservoir. 
• Initialize the printing system before depriming to 

avoid the valve being left in an unknown position. 
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FORK SENSOR 
 

Sensor adjustment 

SIMPLE AUTO-ADJUSTMENT 

To be used in most applications. 

Place the label support (or the background of the notch to be detected) between the fork prongs, using the marks 

available on the fork’s edges for centering. 

Press button "P1" for 1 second, then release it when LED "AUTO" starts blinking: that means the sensor is working in 

the auto-adjustment session.  

After a while led "AUTO" stops blinking and turns off: that means the sensor has completed the auto-adjustment 

session. 

Wait for 10 seconds: after that led "AUTO" turns on indicating that the sensor is ready for use.  

FINE AUTO-ADJUSTMENT 

Recommended when there is not enough contrast between the object to be detected [label or notch] and its 

support [or background]). 

 

Place the label support (or the background of the notch to be detected) between the fork prongs, using the marks 

available on the fork’s edges for centering. 

Press button "P1" for 1 second, then release it when LED "AUTO" starts blinking: that means the sensor is working in 

the auto-adjustment session.  

After a while led "AUTO" stops blinking and turns off: that means the sensor has completed the auto-adjustment 

session on the background. 

Perform steps 3 and 4 within 10 seconds. Place the label (or the notch to be detected) between the fork prongs, 

using the marks available on the fork’s edges for centering. 

Press button "P1": LED "AUTO" starts blinking again for a while; when it stops blinking, it means that the second and 

last auto-adjustment session is over too. The sensor is ready for use.  

Alarm signal 

The fork sensor SF30PM-FM provides an alarm signal by blinking rapidly and continuously LED "AUTO". Alarm signal 

appears during the auto-adjustment session in two cases: 

Either the background or the object to be detected are not detectable by the sensor because their transparency is 

out of the sensor reading range. 

In the FINE AUTO-ADJUSTMENT mode, the difference in transparency between background and the object to be 

detected is lower than the lowest detectable by the sensor.  
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LIGHT/DARK WORKING MODE 

 

The fork sensor SF30PM-FM can work in light and dark mode. It is possible to select the working mode during the 

FINE AUTO- ADJUSTMENT as follows: 

To select the light working mode: perform the first reading on background and the second one on the object to be 

detected. 

To select the dark working mode: perform the first reading on the object to be detected and the second one on 

background. 

N.B.: If you perform the SIMPLE AUTO-ADJUSTMENT the sensor will always work in the light mode. 

 

ALTERNATE READING MODE 

 

It is possible to program the sensor so that it detects the presence of the object alternatively. This function is useful 

in case you want to detect the object (for example labels) which have an empty or more transparent area inside. This 

way the sensor will provide the output corresponding to “object present” even while detecting the empty or more 

transparent area inside the object. 

To select sensor’s working mode, alternate reading mode or continuous reading mode, follow these steps: 

Disconnect sensor’s power supply. 

While keeping button "P1" pressed, re-connect sensor’s power supply. 

Keep the button pressed for 4 seconds to enter into the reading mode modifying session: led "AUTO" starts blinking; 

the way it blinks indicates which reading mode is active at present: blink - pause - blink - pause ...: continuous 

reading mode (normal) double blink - pause - double blink - pause ...: alternate reading mode. 

By pressing for a moment, the button "P1" (after having released it) the opposite reading mode will be selected. If 

for 10 seconds the button "P1" is not pressed, led "AUTO" will stop blinking, indicating that the sensor has quit the 

reading mode modifying session and is ready to work.
